About This Tour

This adventure begins in Tbilisi and leads you along the dramatic Georgian Military
Highway. You’ll stop at the serene Jinvali Reservoir and the impressive Ananuri Fortress
before climbing into the high Caucasus at Gudauri. From Stepantsminda, you’ll hike to
the legendary Gergeti Trinity Church, resting overnight surrounded by mountain peaks.
The journey continues with a scenic trek in Juta, one of Georgia’s most picturesque
alpine villages, followed by another night in Stepantsminda. Next, you explore the wild
beauty of Truso Valley—with its mineral springs, abandoned villages, and open

landscapes. After days filled with mountain air and unforgettable views, you return to
Tbilisi for your departure.

Thilisi-Jinvali reservoir-Ananuri castle- Stephantsminda-Gergety trinity hike -
Overnight in Stephantsminda.

Jinvali reservoir- one of the most beautiful emerald colored reservoir backgrounded with forested mountains, as one of the best places for photostop.

Ananuri castle -late feudal fortress with one of the most mystical temples inside with marvelous frescoes and reliefs as best stone work example in Georgia.

Gergety trinity Hike- amazing 3 hour hike to The temple on altitude of 2175m. Forrested mountain slopes and mountain trails full of flowers and pine trees will be the
lead to this amazing 14 th century church on top of the Hill from where you can catch a glimpse of mount Kazbegi. (5047m)

After Breakfast, we will drive via several villages, reaching one of the
highest-located villages, Juta. From 2150 above sea level, we start
hiking on the mountain and follow the beautiful green path to the
Chaukhebi mountain system Chaukhebi. Have a picnic nearTina lake"
(2550.) at the bottom of the mountains and return to the mount cafe
and have a tea/coffee break. After relaxing, return to the car and drive
back to our Accommodation Stephantsminda.

After the morning's Breakfast, we will drive with 4wd to
village Qvemo Oqgroyana (2050), from where we are trekking
to village Abano (2150), where we will see a beautiful
nunnery near which we will have our picnic lunch. This
beautiful track leading to the Georgian village offered a
path of colors created with different mineral underground
springs on the slopes of mountains, abandoned houses, and
towns that present wild, untouched nature. (optional) On
the way back, we will use the Kobi cable car that offers us
beautiful scenery all around.
